Application Instructions

Deadline: May 1, 2012 
Please type your application or print it neatly using black ink. Item-by-item instructions follow.

1. Give your full legal name as directed. Do not use nicknames or initials.

2. Give your Social Security Number and Date of Birth.

3. Give the address to which correspondence concerning your grant application should be sent during the academic year.

4. Give a telephone number at which you may be reached or at which a message may be left for you during regular business hours on weekdays during the academic year.

5.  If your permanent address is different from the one shown on line 2, show your permanent address here.

6. If your permanent address is different from your current mailing address, give a telephone number through which you may be reached at your permanent address.

7. List the names and addresses of all secondary schools you have attended, including the secondary school you presently are attending. State the dates, in months and years, during which you attended each school (for example, 9/05 - 6/09).

8. Give the month and year in which you expect to graduate from secondary school.

9. Attach to your application a certified copy of your secondary school transcript through the date of this application. If you have attended more than one secondary school, please attach a certified copy of your transcript from each such institution. For purposes of this application, a certified copy of your transcript is a copy of your academic record issued by the institution, the accuracy and completeness of which is certified by a responsible officer (such as a principal, dean or registrar) of that institution. Certified copies should be sealed with a raised seal, signed by the responsible officer, or otherwise clearly marked as original records of the institution or program. Photocopies of certified originals will not be accepted and your application will not be complete; and, therefore, cannot be considered by the selection committee until certified copies of your secondary school transcripts are submitted.
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10. List the institution or institutions at which the grant funds will or may be spent. If you are certain which institution you will be attending, give only the name and address of that institution. If you are, at the time of your application for a grant, applying or have applied for admission to a number of institutions and you are not yet certain which one you will be attending, list all the institutions to which you have applied or intend to apply. Also list the address of each. Attach additional sheets as necessary.

11. The originals of two letters, each written by a person who now or formerly instructed or supervised you in any academic program, must be attached. Your application will not be complete, and therefore cannot be considered by the selection committee, until these letters are submitted. The letters may be sealed or not as you and the person writing the letters may agree.

12. List any academic honors, awards and distinctions you have received and the years in which you received them. Attach additional sheets if necessary.

13. List any extracurricular activities, including work experiences, in which you have been involved and the years in which you participated in these activities. Attach additional sheets if necessary.

14. Briefly describe any association you may have with the Boys & Girls Clubs of Southern Maine, and the years of that association. Boys and Girls Clubs currently include the Portland, South Portland, Auburn/Lewiston, Riverton and Sagamore branches of that organization.

15. If you know the institution at which grant funds will be spent, base your financial needs on that institution’s tuition, fees and other expenses, together with your best estimate of other related costs. If you do not yet know which institution you will be attending, base your financial needs on the tuition, fees and other expenses of the most costly institution to which you have applied or intend to apply. If you do not attend that institution and the institution you do attend has materially lower costs, you must provide the Trustee with a revised estimate of financial need based on those lower costs as soon as you are certain you will be attending the lower cost institution. Be sure to give the name of the institution on whose costs you have based your expense estimates.

16. Estimate the resources currently available to you and the resources you anticipate receiving to meet the costs of your first year of post-secondary school education. Also include estimates of any in-kind assistance you anticipate receiving, such as housing and meals.
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17. Scholarship grants from the John L. Hawkes Scholarship Fund are available only to graduating high school students who matriculate at a college or university in the United States within one year of being selected to receive such grants. Grant money will be available only for so long as a selected student attends such a college or university on a full-time basis.

18. Please read the Applicant’s Statement carefully before signing it. Your agreement to abide by its terms is a condition to the use of any scholarship grant for your benefit. If you feel you cannot or will not adhere to the terms of the Statement, do not apply for a grant. Your signature on the Statement must be acknowledged before a notary public.

19. If you are or ever have been related, by blood or marriage, to, or employed by the Trustee or a member of the selection committee or any corporate affiliate of the Trustee or member of the selection committee, you must attach to your application a separate statement identifying the Trustee or member of the selection committee to whom you are or have been related or by whom or by whose affiliate you are or have been employed and describe the nature, extent and duration of the relationship. Currently the Trustee is KeyBank National Association. The selection committee is composed of the Board of Directors of the Boys & Girls Clubs of Southern Maine.
